TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. Physical  condition:  Elder Expeditions’ trips feature active outdoor sports that will require some measure of physical exertion.   While none of our trips are in the category of extreme sports, participants should be in good health and able to walk between 10 and 15 miles (16.5 and 24.75 km) while carrying a day pack.  Accompanying guides are skilled in the particular activity for which they are in charge and will be prepared to offer patient and ample instruction to participants who have either rarely or never tried a particular sport.  No refunds will be available to participants electing not to engage in any one or more sports or other activities featured in an Elder Expeditions trip.  Participants who are age 75 and older will be required to submit a medical form at least forty days before the start of the trip for which they are registering and to advise Elder Expeditions of any noticeable health change between the submission of the medical form and the start of the trip.   Failure to submit the required medical form on a timely basis shall be deemed a cancellation by the participant.  In that event the cancellation provisions set forth in paragraph 3 below shall apply.

2. Payment Policy:    An initial deposit of 50% of the trip cost is due at the time of registration.  The balance is due 40 days before the beginning of the trip.  All payments must be made by credit card or certified funds.  Elder Expeditions does not accept personal checks or money orders.

3. Cancellation Policy:   In the event that a participant cancels his / her registration for any reason whatsoever, including but not by way of limitation, illness, death, an act of God or an act of terrorism, the following refunds will be available:

· Cancellation 61 or more days prior to the beginning of the trip, 50% of the deposit will be refunded;

· Cancellation between the 41st and the 60th day prior to the beginning of the trip, 25% of the amount paid by the participant will be refunded. 

· There can be no refunds for a cancellation occurring 40 days or less prior to the beginning of any trip.

Elder Expeditions reserves the right to cancel any trip for which the stated minimum number of participants have not registered by the fortieth day prior to the beginning of such trip.  If Elder Expeditions cancels a trip for the foregoing or any other reason, including, but not by way of limitation, an act or failure to act on the part of any local host, outfitter, supplier or the like, an act of terrorism, or an act of God, registered participants will have the following options:  
· Elect another Elder Expeditions trip (with a cost differential  increase / decrease as appropriate), or

· Receive a full refund of amounts paid to Elder Expeditions prior to such cancellation.  (Refunds of credit card payments shall be in the form of a credit against the card used for the underlying payment.)
The foregoing two refund options shall constitute the sole recourse available to any registering or registered participant, his / her heirs, successors and assigns, in the event that Elder Expeditions cancels a trip.
4.  Use of Helmets and Other Safety Gear.  For certain activities, such as but not limited to 
horseback riding, gorge walking and abseiling, Elder Expeditions recommends the wearing of 
helmets as well as all safety gear offered by the local guide.  Any participant who declines the use 
of helmets and other safety gear, when recommended and offered by the local  guides, shall 
assume for him / herself, his / her heirs, successors and assigns the risk of any resulting injury, 
including death.




5.    Compliance with Rules and Procedures:   The trip hosts and guides have been appointed to 
assure the safety and well being of all participants.  Accordingly, in the event that any participant 
has significantly misstated his / her physical ability, or declines to follow the instructions of any 
Elder Expeditions’ designated guide or host, or engages in any act or conduct that may place him 
/ her or any other member of the group in jeopardy, Elder Expeditions reserves the right to 
exclude 
such person from the remainder of the trip or from any particular activity or activities of 
the trip.  In such event, Elder Expeditions shall incur no liability of any nature 
whatsoever to the 
excluded participant.
Elder Expeditions’ participants agree to execute such standard form participation documents that 
local outfitters, hosts or guides may from time to time require.  In the event that a participant may 
decline to execute such standard form document(s), the local outfitter may, in its sole discretion, 
refuse to permit such participant to take part in the corresponding activity or event.  In such event, 
the refusing participant shall have no recourse whatsoever against Elder Expeditions. 
6.  Use of Photos:  Photographs may be taken during the course of all Elder Expeditions trips.  Elder Expeditions reserves the right to use such photographs, which it, in its sole discretion, may select for its advertisements and promotions with no recompense to any participant whose image may be included in any such photograph(s).

7.     Insurance:   As a condition of participation in any Elders Expeditions trip, the participant shall purchase travel insurance which shall include coverage for:
·  personal injury, accident, sickness and death; 
· trip interruption as a result of accident, injury, death,  action by any local supplier, outfitter or the like, act of God, act of terrorism or other unforeseen event;
·  repatriation in the event of accident or illness for which local treatment is not feasible, possible or practical. 
Evidence of such coverage shall be submitted to Elder Expeditions not later than one month prior to the start of the trip for which the participant is registered.  Failure to submit such evidence of coverage as described in this paragraph 7 shall be deemed a cancellation on the part of the participant.  In such event the provisions of  paragraph 3 above, pertaining to cancellation by the participant shall apply.
8.   Disclaimer of  Liability:   Participants in Elder Expeditions’ trips and activities acknowledge that all participation sports include a risk of injury, including disability or death.  Each Elder Expeditions participant specifically agrees that he / she is undertaking such activities voluntarily thereby assuming all risks involved.  Each Elder Expeditions participant assumes for him / herself and his / her heirs, successors and assigns all liability for any injury (including disability and  death) that he / she may incur as a result of participating in any such trip or activity.  Elder Expeditions shall have no liability whatsoever to any participant or to any participant’s heirs, successors or assigns, for any illness or injury (including an illness or injury which results in disability or death) arising out of or attributable to any Elder Expeditions activity or event (or any surrounding circumstance such as, but not limited to the actions or omissions to act on the part of any local host, guide, service or transportation provider or outfitter), or to an act of God or to an act of terrorism.  Each Elder Expeditions’ participant specifically agrees to hold Elder Expeditions, its officers, directors, partners, agents, representatives, and assigns, harmless for any loss to person or property, sickness, injury, partial or permanent disability and death that such participant may sustain as a result of taking part in any Elder Expeditions activity or event.
9.  Trip Itineraries:  At all times and for all Elder Expeditions trips, the local hosts and guides shall have full discretion to alter any itinerary or part thereof if, in their sole discretion, such alteration is advisable as a result of weather or other conditions or circumstances which, in the opinion of the local guide and / or host could present an unacceptable risk to participants.  Elder Expeditions shall incur no liability of any nature whatsoever as a result of the alteration of any itinerary.
10.  Changes to Web Descriptions:   Elder Expeditions strives in good faith to provide on its website an accurate description of all of its trips.  In the event that changes are necessary for any reason whatsoever, including but not by way of limitation, action by local hosts, guides, suppliers and / or outfitters, Elder Expeditions will publish such change on its website as soon as reasonably practicable.  Such publication shall be Elder Expeditions’ sole obligation with respect to any trip description amendments.
11.  Governing Law.  This and each document required to be signed by any participant, and any dispute that arises, shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Georgia.
The undersigned states that he or she freely and voluntarily executes this Agreement and asserts that he or she understands all the terms used herein, and the consequences thereof.  The undersigned acknowledges that this Agreement is binding upon the heirs, administrators, executors, successors and assigns of the undersigned.

The undersigned further agrees to obey and abide by all applicable rules and safety instructions during the above-referenced activities.
